UNO U OTRO Quieres café o té? Puedes tomar uno u otro.

NEITHER | NINGUNO DE LOS DOS | Do you want to go to the cinema or the theatre?
NI UNO NI OTRO Neither. | want to stay at home. — A ninguno...

BOTH + SUST. PLURAL Both windows — ambas ventanas.

EITHER + SUST. SINGULAR Either window — una de las dos ventanas.

NEITHER + SUST. SINGULAR [Neither window — ninguna de las dos ventanas.

Neither of them is English — Ninguno de los dos es inglés.
