Alice can’t buy a car because she hasn’t got enough money.
Alicia no puede comprar un coche porque no tiene bastante dinero.

e ADJETIVO + ENOUGH = BASTANTE + ADJETIVO:
Is it loud enough for you? — Esta bastante alto para ti?

e NOT + ADJETIVO + ENOUGH = NO... + BASTANTE + ADJETIVO:
That coat isn’t long enough — Esta chaqueta no esta bastante larga.

e Se puede usar solo sin sustantivo:
I've got some money but not enough to buy a car.
Tengo dinero pero no bastante para comprar un coche.
Would you like some more to eat? No, I've eaten enough.
Quiere comer mas? No, he comido bastante.
